Lil’ Dave and his band were traveling 
home after playing the Low Country 
Blues Bash in   Charleston, SC. The band 
was driving toward Greenville, MS on 
Interstate 20 when the van struck a hole 
in the road, veered into gravel and lost 
control.  
There’s no irony in Lil’ Dave’s passing on the road. He spent most of 

his time touring. It was on one of those tours that he performed at the 
2008 DCBS Annual Festival and brought down the house at the Surf 
Club Festival After-Party.  And just a year ago, almost to the day, Lil’ 
Dave was featured at the DCBS Valentine’s Day Party. He played 
around 200 gigs a year -- definitely a road warrior for the Blues. We 
were thrilled whenever the easy-going, hard-playing artist pulled into 
DC.

Nadine Rae – Recovering and Looking Forward to Summer Festivals 
After a serious car accident on Christmas Eve 2009, Nadine Rae is recovering from her injuries; however, additional eye   

surgery will be needed.  Despite this, Nadine is looking forward to performing beginning in May.  We spoke with Nadine on   
February 25, which happened to be her birthday.  She was in good spirits, thanking her blessings for having walked away from 
a very nasty ice-related car accident.   

Nadine is very appreciative that the music community has been overwhelmingly expressive about her recovery.  A fund-
raiser for Nadine was held on January 16, at the Old Town Bowie Grille, and she is so grateful for this support and the gift that 
was subsequently presented to her.  Another fundraiser will be held on March 7, from 2 to 6 pm, at The Whiskey in Annapolis 
(www.thewhiskeyannapolis.com).  It will feature Rich Chorne, Tommy Lepson, Dean Rosenthal, the Remnants, Mike McHenry 
Tribe, and other special guests.  DCBS is also planning an early April fundraiser (details not yet available).    

Looking back over 2009, Nadine recalled some highlights of the year, including performances at several fundraisers for needy musicians, 
homeless people, and other entities, such as the AM-FM Annual Christmas Show at the Rams Head in Annapolis.  Other highlights were the   
Tinner Hill Annual John Jackson Blues Festival; and the 2009 Chesapeake Bay Blues Festival had been a very special opportunity, where she was 
featured along with Deanna Bogart, Melanie Mason, and Patty Reese as one of The Chesapeake Bay Ladies of Blues.  Out of that special union, 
several recording projects have evolved; e.g., with Deanna Bogart, along with Patty Reese.  Nadine also recalled how much she enjoyed the inter-
view that Ida Campbell conducted with her during Ida’s WPFW show.  She expressed her excitement for being nominated again this year (and 
every year since 2006) for the WAMA Award for Best Female Vocalist in the Blues/Traditional R&B category.  The ultimate highlight of the year 
was the birth of her first grandchild, Gianni, on September 1, 2009. 

Although Nadine has another 6- to 12-month healing period ahead of her, she’s looking forward to performing: 1) at this year’s Chesapeake 
Bay Blues Festival with Patty Reese; 2) as the opening act for Chuck Brown and Bobby Parker at the State Theatre for the kickoff of the 2010 
John Jackson Blues Festival (formerly known as the Tinner Hill Blues Festival); and 3) as emcee at the Chesapeake Music Guide’s Anniversary 
Celebration; and 4) other venues.  She’s also working on some collaborations for her debut CD project.— Ed.

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Interview With Lafayette “Shorty” Gilbert, 
Bass Player for Eddie Shaw & the Wolf Gang 
 Washington blues fans have a wonderful opportunity on March 26 to 
see the legendary saxophonist Eddie Shaw and the Wolf Gang. They will  
perform at Madam’s Organ in Washington, DC.  Eddie Shaw (small pic-
ture below) has been at the heart of the Chicago blues scene since 
1957 and spent 17 years playing with Howlin’ Wolf (the movie Cadillac 

Records reminded us of 
Howlin’ Wolf’s impact on the 
blues),  Shaw’s band currently 
includes Eddie’s son, Vaan 
Shaw, on guitar; Tim Taylor on 
drums; and Lafayette “Shorty” 
Gilbert on bass (photo far 
left).  Shorty has been with 
Shaw’s band for 25 years.  
When the band performed in  
Baltimore in July 2009, DCBS 

member Kirk Jackson (KJ) had the opportunity 
to interview Shorty.  Excerpts from the interview 
follow: 

  
KJ:  When did you play with Howlin’ Wolf? 
Shorty:  I started playing with Howlin’ Wolf on May 19, 1974. 
KJ:  And what was it like playing with him? 
Shorty: It was the greatest thing that ever happened to me in my life. It 
showed me a lot of ways that I didn’t know.  
KJ:  How did you meet him? 
Shorty:  Well I played with a club in Chicago called the Long Branch, and 
he happened to be playing there this particular night, so I dropped in.  I 
knew the bass player, Bobby Anderson. He was a real good bass player.  
So he (Bobby) said when I walked in, “I’m glad to see you.” I said, “What 
you mean?” Bobby said, “I’m hungry. I’m going across the street to get 
me a sandwich. I want you to sit in and play a couple of tunes for me.” 
… I said, “Who?” He (Bobby) said, “Yeah, play with Wolf ‘til I get back.” I 
said, “Man, you got to be kidding. I’m not that good.”  He said, “Just 
play.” And so, sure enough, during the time he went to go get his sand-
wich, it’s show time and so I went up and I played. I was scared. I made 
a couple of mistakes on the beginning, then he (Wolf) glanced at me 
and said, “You can play pretty good.” 
 I played about three tunes with him before the bass player came 
back. So when I came down, the word that he says is, “If I ever need a 
bass player, I’m sure going to look you up.” 
 After about three months, another friend of mine who was a bass 
player (was asked to play with Wolf) … but he already had his own band.  
So someone said, “Get little Shorty!” And he said, “Yeah, where’s that 
little old short n------er at?” That’s what he said! He said, “Go get ‘im!” …
Anyway so I went down there. Eddie had a club in Chicago called 1815 

Club during that time, and Wolf played down there every weekend when 
he wasn’t on the road. So he came and took me down there. I never will 
forget that day, May 19, 1974 -- that’s when I joined the band. And ever 
since then me and Eddie, we’ve been sticking together. We look like we 
can’t do without each other sometimes. ...  
Shorty:  In Boston, we played a place a lot called Speakeasy there.  
Then we started playing the Tam, the Spring Johnson, and that’s how I 
met the Blues Brothers. 
KJ:  The Blues Brothers? You mean Belushi and Akroyd?... they were 
the guys from Saturday Night Live? 
Shorty:  Yeah. That was before they got big and Matt “Guitar” Murphy 
was playing guitar with them. 
KJ:  Did you see the movie? 
Shorty:  Oh yeah. I wasn’t in the movie, but I seen the movie. I knew 
them before they made the movie. I met them way back. I’d been know-
ing them about a year, maybe two years, before they came and did the 
movie in Chicago. And Cab Calloway and all of them. ... 
KJ:  Wow that’s something, you’ve met a lot of people. You met Muddy 
Waters? 
Shorty:  Oh yeah.                 
KJ:  Did you play with him? 
Shorty:  Well, I didn’t play a gig with him, but we opened up for Muddy 
and I sat in and played with Muddy. ... 
KJ:  How has blues bass changed over the years, would you say? 
Shorty:  Well, see what it is like, more guys got different types of 
basses. You know, got five and six strings and seven strings... And 
they’re nice, they sound good, but when it comes down to playing blues 
bass, you don’t need but one string. 
KJ:  Just four strings? Or one string? 
Shorty:  You can use four, but you only need one. 
KJ:  How’s that? You’re fretting it? 
Shorty:  Right. It ain’t nothing but lump-de-lump-de-lump-lump.       
(chuckles). That’s all it is. ...  It all depends on what kind of blues you 
play. We play a lot of high energy stuff. ... I play with a feeling. But I 
don’t try to play like nobody,  I just try to play me.  
KJ:  Are there any bass techniques you’ve developed that, when other 
people hear it, they’ll say, “Yeah, that’s Shorty playing”?  
Shorty:  Well, anytime I’m playing they know who’s playing, because I 
play a little different than other bass players. See I only play with these 
three fingers I don’t play with my little finger and I play a lot of open 
strings. Some bass players play it closed, I play it open. 
KJ:  Why use open strings? 
Shorty:  Because it gives me a fatter tone. Makes it more fatter. Bass-y.  
KJ: Is that something that you kind of discovered on your own or did 
another bass player show you that? 
Shorty:  No, that’s something I discovered on my own. That’s what I feel. 
….

Lil’ Dave Thompson -  May 21, 1969 – February 14, 2010 
The Blues community is mourning the death of Lil’ Dave Thompson, who was killed in a car accident early Sunday morning,            

February 14, while traveling home with his band after playing the Blues Bash at Fiery Ron’s in Charleston, SC.  This final gig was the last 
scheduled event of an extensive tour.  The other band members were not seriously injured. 

Lil’ Dave was a dynamic artist who was widely acknowledged as one of the very best of the current generation of Mississippi Blues   
Artists.  DCBS had proudly featured Lil’ Dave at a DCBS Valentine Day’s Party in 2009, and at its 2008 DC Blues Festival and the After-
Festival Party.   

 Born in Hinds County, Mississippi, Lil Dave' came from a musical family.  His father, the late Sam Thompson 
played with Willie Foster, Asie Payton, Paul Wine Jones, Eddie Cusic, James Son Thomas and others.  At the 
age of 14, Lil’ Dave formed his first band, The Delta Blues Band.  As a teenager, Dave played with various 
blues, R&B,  Reggae, and gospel bands in the Delta area, and eventually toured with the late Booba Barnes in 
1990.  In 1995 his album, Little Dave and Big Love was released, followed by a 6-year break before he re-
emerged with subsequent CDs/albums that include C’mon Down to the Delta (2002), Got to Get Over You 
(2006), and Deep in the Night (2008), as well as an extensive touring schedule that brought him critical ac-
claim and a loyal following.    His website (www.lildavethompson.com) aptly describes his style:  “Thompson's 
confident, aggressive guitar solos combine the buzz-saw snarl of Albert King and the sweet, metallic sting of 
Little Milton, and his unpretentious vocals seem equally influenced by blues and soul.”    When he performed, 
you could not stand still.  His DCBS performances had them dancing in the aisles at the 2008 Festival and 
rockin’ the house at the After Party. 
 

Stacy Brooks, DC-based Blues artist and another stellar performer, reflected on Lil’ Dave’s untimely death: 
“I met Dave Thompson in 2008 at The Pocono Blues Festival, and in that short time we became good 
friends.  He was a patient guy who didn’t mind listening and answering all of my questions.                  
I respected and admired him for the great accomplished musician he was and was proud to call him 
my friend. Although we were the same age, he had an old soul and offered some very valuable indus-
try advice like a big brother.  I could always call him and sing him a song I was working on and get his 
opinion.  I will cherish our friendship and the times we shared the stage. I miss him dearly and still 
can’t believe he’s gone.
