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Roomful of Blues

After about thirty years which has seen the
personnel change dramatically, new singers
come and go, Roomful of Blues manages to make
music that sounds not only fresh, but with a
vigor and energy few bands can approach today.
What started as a jump blues revival band with
Duke Robillard in charge saw varying personnel.
Ronnie Earl replaced Robillard on guitar and
Sugar Ray Norcia was vocalist for a number of
years. Founding members like Al Copley joined
Robillard in pursuit of a solo careers. The present
edition of Roomful appears to be led by the
band’s long-time guitarist Chris Vachon and if
most of the personnel are new names to me,
listening to their new Alligator album, Standing
Room Only, the band sounds as good as ever.
Besides Vachon, saxophonist Rich Lataille and
trumpeter Bob Enos are the veterans of the
group, while vocalist Mark DuFresne brings
considerable authority to the material. Vachon
contributes most of the originals here, while the
band covers songs from Little Milton, Jimmy
Nolen, Lowell Fulson, Roy Brown and the Little
Willie John Classic, Sufferin’ With the Blues,
perhaps the only relatively well-known song
revived here. Roy Brown’s Up Jumped the Devil is
perhaps the highpoint with a hot arrangement,
a powerhouse bit of shouting from Dufresne
and some crackling guitar from Vachon. While a
couple of originals are lightweight like Flip Flack
Jack, Rich Lataille composed a hot tribute to the
late lllinois Jacquet, the pun entitled, Straight
Jacquet, where he plays homage to this jazz
giant with a wonderful, swinging solo. Able to
swing hard and at other times evoke the great
King R&B studio bands of the classic R&B period
as well as Oliver Sain’s St. Louis studio grooves,
Standing Room Only, is a superb disc that will satisfy the swing
dancers and the discerning listener. They appear this month for
a dance at the Barns of Wolf Trap

National Downhome Blues Festival
Held in October, 1984 in Atlanta, the National Downhome Blues
Festival was a one-time gathering off what Festival producer
George Mitchell aptly called the “greatest collection of
traditional blues talent ever assembled in one place.” National
Downhome Blues Festival Vol. 2 (Southland) makes available
on cd the third and fourth vinyl albums that were issued from
this event.

Chicago Breakdown, Vernell Townsend backed by
husband Henry on Tears Come Rolling Down and
larry Johnson'’s sprightly performed The Wrong
Woman and a gospel number adapted from
his mentor Rev. Gary Davis, Can't You Hear the
Angels Singing. There is some barrelhouse piano
from Piano red on Right String, But the Wrong
Yo Yo and Booker T. Laury whose Woman I Love
Lives i Memphis, Tennessee, evokes the influence of
the legendary Roosevelt Sykes.

& the Houserockers with PeeWee Whittaker’s
trombone lead. While a number of these
performers have passed. One notes that Robert
Lockwood, Eddie Kirkland, Snooky Pryor, Henry
Townsend, Homesick James, Henry Townsend
and Hezekiah Early are still performing and are
still vital artists. Volume One has performances
by Cephas & Wiggins, Junior Kimbrough, and
Sunnyland Slim, amongst others. Southland is
one of the labels associated with George H. Buck
in New Orleans.

Etta Baker

Etta Baker was recorded by the folksinger Paul
Claytonin 1956 and her recordings of songs such
as One Dime Blues and Railroad Bill were issued
on the important Tradition collection, Instrumental Music
from the Southern Appalachians, where her performances
influenced many including Taj Mahal. Eschewing offerings to
perform outside her home community to stay with her husband,
it was not until the past couple decades in which time she has
become recognized as a national treasure. The Music Maker
Relief Foundation has just issued Etta Baker with Taj Mahal,
which is a slightly misleading title as Taj only appears on six of
the 19 tracks, and with the exception of his quasi-vocal on Comb
Blues, plays only a supporting role to Ms. Baker's wonderful
fingerstyle guitar work. There is some wonderful instrumentals
her from her renditions of John Henry, Crow Jane, Going Down
the Road Feeling Bad, Railroad Bill (heard in a recording with taj as
well as her influential 1956 recording) and Lost John along with
Cripple Creek, a banjo feature. Several tracks were recorded by
her friend Wayne Martin and the album also reissues her 1956
recordings for Tradition, including two wonderful banjo features
for her father, Mr. Boone Reid. This is something for lovers of
acoustic blues and if not at better record stores, check out www.

Detroit Jr.
Pianist in Howling Wolf's Band for the last seven or so years of
Wolf’s life, Emery ‘Detroit Jr! Williams has perhaps not received
the public visibility one would expect,but despite being among
the blues’ wittiest lyricists, a solid blues keyboard player and

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a singer that conveys warmth and/or irony,
perhaps his new Delmark cd Blues on the
Internet will break him to a larger audience.
It opens with him reprising his most famous
composition Call My Job and includes 12 other
originals including the amusing Money Crazy
(that’s what his woman is here, as long as its his
money), and covers of an obscure Lowell Fulson

number, Rockin’ After Midnight and Junior Wells'

Messin’ With the Kid. He is backed by a studio
band with the ever reliable Bob Stroger on

bass and Kenny Smith (son of Willie ‘Big Eyes’

Smith) on drums with Lurrie Bell or Maurice
John Vaughan handling most of the lead guitar
and some punchy sax and trumpet on most
selections which include some plaintive pleas
for a better everyday life Less Violence, Make
Love, to more traditional blues themes like Love
No One But You. This is wonderfully played and
performed with wit and soul.

Alex Schultz
Perhaps best known for his tenure with Rod
Piazza & the Mighty Flyers, guitarist Alex Schultz
has a new cd under his name, Think About It
(Severn). Writing about the project, he says, “I
believe my own strengths lie as an ensemble

player, sofor measolo project needed to be aboutan exceptional
band — a classic ‘uptown’ ensemble playing some swinging

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tunes and highlighting some remarkable
singers.” Three singers share the vocals, Finis
Tasby who handles most of the vocals for the
exceptional band, The Manish Boys; Lynwood
Slim, a mainstay on the West Coast blues scene;
and Tad Robisnon, whose Severn cd Schultz co-
produced. Most of the session men were not
known to me except for Larry Taylor on bass.
Addingtheir presence are the Royal Crown Horns
featuring Mando Dorame’s tenor sax (he did the
horn arrangements). After cutting the ten vocal
tracks, someone pointed out perhaps he should
add some instrumental features for his album
so their are three instrumentals. The credits for
this include the statement “No Stratocasters™
were used in the making of this recording.”
This is a really exceptional recording with
wonderful playing and singing. It opens with
Tasby handling the vocal on Guitar Slim's Done
Got Over It, and Schultz takes a solo that hints at
Guitar Jr. and Johnny ‘Guitar’ Watson, but with
a tone that owes more to B.B. and T-Bone. On
Charlie Rich's Who Will the Next Fool Be, Schultz’s
playing is in a jazzier vein crossing B.B. King with
say Oscar Moore behind Robinson’s marvelous
vocal. B.B’s influence is there on Tasby’s vocal on
the Freddie King hit, / Love the Woman, although

in his playing Schultz is anything but derivative. He is inventive,
incisive and tasteful guitarist whose work with the vocalists here
make this recording yet another gem for Severn.

“SOUL SHAKER"”
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Frank‘Son’ Seals
Frank“Son” Seals, one of the most distinctive and powerful blues
performers to emerge during the 1970s passed away shortly
before Christmas from complications arising out of diabetes.
Son was an original, writing most of his own material and
playing his guitar with a fierce, raw intensity matched only by
his ferocious vocals.
Bornin Osceola, Arkansas in 1942, Seals grew up immersed in the blues.
His childhood home was a few rooms in the
back of his father Jim’s juke joint, The Dipsy
Doodle (famous for blues in the front and
dice in the back). With musicians like Sonny
Boy Williamson, Albert King and Robert
Nighthawk playing within earshot nearly
every night, Son knew the blues before
he began walking. Even with all the great
bluesmen around the house, Son’s father
Jim was his greatest inspiration. Jim Seals
had played piano, trombone, guitar and
drums, touring with the famed Rabbit Foot
Minstrels, the training ground of Ma Rainey
and Bessie Smith. When Son decided at an
early age to become a musician like his fa-
ther, Jim made sure Son would learn to do
things right. “My father taught me every-
thing from the start,” Son recalls. “Tuning
the guitar, fingering. Where | wanted
to beriffing around all up and down
the neck right away, he'd keep me
on one chord for hours, until | could
feel in it in my sleep. I'd get up the
next morning, grab the guitar, and
I'd be right on that chord.”
By the time he was 13, Seals was
an accomplished drummer, back-
ing many of the artists who came
through. At 18 he was leading
his own band as a guitarist dur-
ing the week and playing drums
behind whomever was playing at
his father’s club on the weekends.
Seals hit the road playing guitar
with Earl Hooker in 1963, and soon
after that as a drummer with Albert
King (with whom he recorded the
seminal Stax album Live Wire/ Blues Power). He moved to Chi-
cago in 1971 and began jamming with everyone from Junior Wells
to Hound Dog Taylor to James Cotton and Buddy Guy. After Hound
Dog Taylor’s Alligator debut album hit and he began touring, Son
took over Hound Dog’s regular weekend gigs at The Expressway
Lounge on Chicago’s South Side.
Seals’debut aloum, The Son Seals Blues Band, established him
as a groundbreaking new blues artist. Son’s audience base grew
as he began to tour, playing colleges, clubs and festivals across
the country. His 1977 album, Midnight Son, was his true break-
through. The album received widespread acclaim from every
major music publication. Rolling Stone called it “one of the most
significant blues albums of the decade.” Robert Palmer, writing
in The New York Times, called Son “the most exciting young blues
guitarist and singer in years.”
On the strength of Midnight Son, Seals began what would become
regular tours of Europe, and he even appeared in a national televi-

sion ad for Olympia beer. A strong series of six more successful Alli-
gator releases followed through the 1980s and 1990s, growing Son’s
audience from a few hundred into many thousands. He became a
favorite of critics everywhere. “Excellent modern blues,” exclaimed
Blues & Rhythm. Musician declared Seals delivers “performances of
the most profound emotion...one of the genre’s most soulful exor-
cists!” But it wasn't just the critics. Fellow musicians -- from inside
and outside of the blues world -- took notice of Seals'immense tal-
ents. Seals shared stages with icons like
B.B. King and Johnny Winter. Even the
popular rock group Phish came calling,
covering Seals’ Funky Bitch on record and
inviting the bluesman to join them on
stage at many of their tour stops.
Son’s reputation as a charismatic live
performer and a fiercely individual song-
writer took him from playing in small
clubs to headlining international blues
festivals. Over the course of his eight Al-
ligator albums, Seals emerged as one of
Chicago’s -- and the world’s -- greatest
bluesmen, and one of the genre’s most
powerful live performers. From his intro-
duction as a hot young firebrand in 1973
to becoming a leading voice of Chicago
blues, Son Seals blazed a blues trail
that others will follow for years to
come.
Son was a regular visitor to both
Twist & Shout and Tornado Al-
ley and headlined the DC Blues
Festival in the mid-nineties
with one of the most power-
ful performances ever to grace
our Festival stage. | remember
meeting Son in the mid-seven-
ties outside Buffalo after the
release of Midnight Son and
every time | had the change
to watch him perform as well
as speak with him | was im-
pressed not only by the passion
he brought to his music, but
his professionalism and the lack of
any antics or clowning in his music.
His blues was all business and he
always had great bands. His Alligator recordings are first-rate
with special recommendations to The Son Seals Blues Band,
Midnight Son and Live and Burning, but those wanting an in-
troduction to his music can't go wrong with the Deluxe Edition
retrospective of his Alligator discs. One live recording that has
never made it to release was a session with Johnny Winter that
Columbia would not grant permission to issue at the time and
whose tapes were misplaced later. Son had hoped that these
tracks would have been issued and over a decade after these
sessions had found memories of these sides. The love the Blues
World had for Son was after he had a leg amoutated because
of his diabetes, a fan actually volunteered and fitted him with a
prsopleteic for free. Perhaps it was because of the hoilidays, but
| believe Son’s death was not noted by the Post.
